POLICY:

Vehicle Backing
PURPOSE:

To minimize accidents that occur while backing  




ambulances.

PROCEDURE:
Backing an ambulance without a patient on board:
A. The driver shall assure that his/her partner acts as     a “spotter” when backing an ambulance.

B. The spotter shall stand at the left rear of the vehicle (Drivers side), so the driver has a clear view of the spotter in their side mirror. (Driver should make sure side window is down)
C. Spotter will direct driver back with simple hand signals, being vigilant for obstructions on both sides of vehicle.
D. Driver is responsible for also viewing the passenger side mirror for obstructions on opposite side of vehicle.



Backing an ambulance with a patient on board:

A. The driver shall walk around the ambulance prior 
               to backing identifying possible obstructions. (Same procedure will apply when backing a vehicle without an available partner)

B. The attendant shall guide the driver back by observing through the rear door windows with verbal commands. (Provided the patient does not require constant attention)
    


Failure to comply with policy will result in disciplinary action.
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
